Three more unpublished sites, the 1957-8 Peter Jewell excavations, 1960 Don Brothwell excavations, and the 1991 NAU watching brief at NHER1079 also need to be added to this quantification at a later date, as would their material archives when available. However, it appears that only site notebooks, photographs and small finds (in addition to some overall plans and sections) survive from these interventions.
